Dear Parent,
Your child is learning how letters can make different sounds.  These words end with the letter ‘y’ which makes a long ‘e’ sound ‘ee’ (‘ee’ as in ‘meet’).  Please help by practising these words with your child.

· Vowels are the letters ‘a’, ‘e’, ‘i’, ‘o’, ‘u’, all other letters are consonants.

· Vowels can make a short vowel sound (‘e’ as in ‘met’) or a long vowel sound (‘e’ as in ‘meet’).

· Nouns are naming words (car, boy, cat), verbs are doing words (run, skip, jump).
· Point out how the sound is made and the rule.

· Discuss the meaning of the words and try to think of a sentence containing the word.
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	Spelling tip:
	With short vowel sounds the final consonant is often doubled before the ‘y’.
