Your child is learning how letters can makes different sounds.  The following words all have a ‘c’ in them which makes the sound ‘s’ (sometimes called ‘soft c’).  Please help by practising these words with your child.

· Point out how the sound is made and the rule.  Thank you for your help.
· Vowels are the letters ‘a’, ‘e’, ‘i’, ‘o’, ‘u’, all other letters are consonants.

· Vowels can make a short vowel sound (‘e’ as in ‘met’) or a long vowel sound (‘e’ as in ‘meet’).

· A ‘c’ be hard (‘k’ sound as in ‘cat’), or soft (‘s’ sound as in ‘city).
· Discuss the meaning of the words and try to think of a sentence containing the word.

	When ‘c’ is followed by the vowel ‘e’ or ‘i’ the ‘c’ is soft (sounds like ‘s’).
