The children will be tested each week on basic maths skills and their tests will be sent home so that you can support them in their learning. Prompt sheets can be found on our school website.

P.E –   This term our topic is dance/gymnastics. Please make sure your child has an appropriate school P.E. kit each week.


Music- The children will be learning how to play the recorder.

Numeracy/Literacy- Written homework (Thursday) to be handed in on Monday. Some homework will be set on line.


Topic enrichment- research based homework projects will also be given and the children are encouraged to complete one topic per fortnight.
