	Topic: 

Our topic is History based this term and we will be learning all about the Stone Age. We will be looking at what life was like then and comparing it to our life today. A lot of our Art / D &T this half term will be liked to this also…we will be making our own cave paintings, as well as designing and making different dwellings of that era. 
Science: 
We will be learning about our bodies and how they are made up, as well as learning about how to keep ourselves healthy. This will also be reflected in our Games sessions, where we will also be developing our games skills in tennis. 
Maths:

The children will be starting the term revising place value, before moving onto addition and subtraction. In order to make up some of the time the children have missed, they will be having an extra Maths session in the afternoons, that will involve practical games and activities to reinforce elements of the Stage 3 Maths Curriculum as well as any areas from the Stage 2 curriculum that they are unsure of. The children will also be tested weekly on their times tables (initially revising their 2’s, 5’s and 10’s from Year 2 and then moving onto 3’s, 4’s and 8’s later in the year) and will be aiming to beat their previous week’s score each week. These will be set as homework to practice each week. 
Literacy:

Our Assertive Mentoring approach to spelling continues this term with weekly tests being done on Monday’s and new spellings given out. We will also be completing weekly grammar tests, which we will use to inform our planning.  In addition, we will be studying stories with a familiar setting, poetry and writing recounts. The children will also complete weekly comprehensions, where they will be guided through how to answer different types of questions.  
MFL:
The children will be studying French with Mrs Dunn each week as well as RE.
Home Learning: 

Topic based home learning challenges will be set on the website. The children can post completed work on Seesaw for myself and the rest of the class to see. They should aim to complete one task per fortnight. In previous years, the children have loved these challenges and see them as an opportunity to involve all the family! We will have a home learning ‘gallery’ every week for the children to share and celebrate their learning on Seesaw with the rest of the class. The children will also be set weekly Maths or Literacy homework on Seesaw as well.
